ÅKingôs Cross Underground station fire in 1987 led to 
recommendations for major safety and capacity upgrade works : 
2001 to 2009 ï value £970m 

ÅSt. Pancras station development to handle Thameslink, Eurostar 
and HS1 domestic train services : 2001 to 2007 - £500m 

ÅKingôs Cross station renewal and enhancement works to deliver 
more capacity : 2009 to 2013 - £550m 

ÅDevelopment of Kingôs Cross Central lands : 2007 to now - 
£3,000m
